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SUBJECT PUBLIC CONSULTATION FOR WESTSHORE - CORE AREA WASTEWATER
TREATMENT PROGRAM

DISCUSSION

At its meeting of 28 October 2009 the Core Area Liquid Waste Management Committee (CALWMC) was
informed of the open houses planned for the Westshore communities. The open houses provided an
update on the wastewater treatment project (Appendices B and C), including the facility site and
technologies identified in the Westshore business case to be submitted to the federal government in
February 2010. The open houses were intended to provide opportunity for Westshore residents to
discuss the wastewater treatment program with Capital Regional District (CRD) staff and local
representatives, as well as provide input via feedback forms.

Open houses were held in Langford and Colwood January 26™ and 28" respectively (Appendix D). They
were attended by a total of 113 people (59 in Langford, 54 in Colwood) and 22 residents provided written
feedback on comment forms.

Four key themes arose from discussions with attendees: how a wastewater treatment facility in the
Westshore would affect households on onsite septic sewers; support and opposition for the proposed site
at 3300 Wishart Road; neighbours of the Wishart Road site expressed interest in mitigation and site
enhancement issues; and there was considerable discussion on procurement of the system as a whole
and in the Westshore.

Appendix A, January 2010 Wastewater Facility Siting in the West Shore Open House Public Feedback
Summary, is a compilation of this feedback. The summary is not representative of public opinion, but
provides comments on the proposed site and comments regarding site selection, community fit,
construction and operations considerations, sewer main and outfall, suggested alternative sites, site
appearance and general comments from attendees.

Future anticipated public education and engagement initiatives include two open houses on procurement
options on February 10" and 11", an open house on the biosolids energy centre in Victoria, and re-
engagements regarding siting with the Saanich East-North Oak Bay and the Westshore communities.
